Signage:

The purpose of this guideline is to regulate what types of signs are allowed and where they can be displayed while balancing individual rights. These guidelines are issued by the authority of the Board of Directors and are derived from the covenants and deed restrictions which are binding upon Nantucket homeowners.  The terms of the deed restrictions control if there is any conflict between these guidelines and the deed restrictions and covenants. Signs meeting these guidelines do not require approval of the Architectural Control Committee (ACC).
All signs, regardless of the type, must be maintained in good repair, not exceed more than 8 square feet in size and must not be placed within 20 feet of a public road.  Signs will not be placed on common areas without approval of the ACC.
Realtor/For Sale Signs: Only one is allowed on any lot, with the exception of a corner lot which may have one sign for each street that surrounds said lot. Home for sale signs are allowed for an indefinite period until home is sold or removed from the market.
Political Signs:   No more than two signs are allowed for up to 30 days.  Extensions of the time and number of signs may be granted by the ACC but with certain conditions.  Political signs must be removed within 48 hours of the election for which they are posted.  
Private Event Signs: Garage sale, yard sale, estate sale, signs for parties, etc. will be allowed 2 days prior to event and must be removed within 48 hours of completion of the event. Extensions of the time may be granted by the ACC upon on written request.  
Public Event Signs:  Church signs, charity fund raiser signs, etc. will be allowed for up to 30 days prior to event and must be removed within 48 hours of completion of the event. Extensions of the time may be granted by the ACC upon on written request.  .  
Directional Signs:  Directional signs pointing to home for sale, garage/estate sale or party are permissible but only with the consent of the property owner where the sign will be placed.  Directional signs must be removed within 48 hours of placement.  

Commercial Sale Signs: No sign shall be permitted for any sale operated or overseen by a commercial or professional entity, with the exception of real estate, without prior approval of the ACC.
  
Recognition Signs: Signs recognizing children/ individual accomplishments, activities or team affiliation must be placed not less than 50 feet from a public road.
Security Company Signs:  Alarm or security company signs must not be placed within 25 feet of a public road unless variance is granted by the ACC.
Builder/Contractor/Construction Signs:  Any sign placed by a builder or contractor at a job site must be removed upon completion of the job.   
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
