Fencing Guidelines 
Revised 1/2/13 
ALL fence types, locations, and materials MUST be approved by NPA’s Architectural Control Committee (ACC).   The Fencing Guidelines as previously approved and listed below function to supplement the Restrictions.  Any exceptions to the Restrictions and Guidelines may be granted by ACC.   
1. All fences must be maintained in terms of appearance and kept in good repair as approved by ACC.

2. No wire fencing (hog wire, chicken wire) may be visible from any road, common area, or other lot.

A. Chain link fencing may be used in areas not within view of any road or common area as long as the fence is coated in green, brown or black vinyl.

B. No fencing shall be constructed in any easement (front, back, side or front) of lot.

3.  Fences shall be of masonry construction, wrought iron, hedge, approved chain link, or substantially constructed wood. Other materials may be submitted for consideration.

A. Fences shall not be more than 6 feet in height.

B. Missing boards on wood fences must be replaced within 14 days of notification from ACC/DRC.

C. Any fence leaning more than 10 degrees from vertical must be repaired, replaced, or removed within 60 days of receiving notification from the ACC/DRC.  Leaning fences may be temporarily repaired with braces which shall only be used on the inside of the fence (on the owner’s property).  No braces may be used on the outside of a fence or on the public right of way (easement).  “Temporary” shall be for a period not to exceed six (6) months from the date of the above notice.
